
 

This year our garden area at the fair focused 
on cover crops.  Our raised beds were planted 
with rye, turnips, radishes, oats, and a clover 
mix to showcase this important conservation 
practice.  While most farmers know about 
cover crops for their large fields, home 
gardeners may not have realized that they too 
can use cover crops even in small areas to 
prevent erosion, reduce soil compaction, and 
add nutrients to the soil.  We hoped to 
introduce gardeners to this practice by 
providing starter bags of cover crop seeds at 

the fair.  We still have some left, so if you want to retain and improve your soil, stop by the 
office and pick up some soybean and oat seeds to plant after your main harvest is done.  
These will be winter killed, but will hold the soil in place until 
you are ready to plant regular crops again in the spring.   
 
Our waterfall area has been revamped and now includes a 
waterfall and native wetland plants to provide a more attractive 
and tranquil experience. Thanks to Willow Brook Water 
Gardens for their expertise on this project. 

 
  
Our contest this year was òGuess how many soybeans in the jaró.  The 
total count was 4136.  Michelle Simpson made the closest guess of 4204.  
She will receive a free ticket to our Annual Meeting. 
 
 

The Rainfall Simulator was a popular presentation.  It showed the difference in erosion and 
water retention for different types of fieldsñbare conventionally tilled fields vs. cover  
cropped soybean fields and pasture fields.

   Tulip Poplar found throughout all of Ohio,  
   is named for the appearance of its showy  
   flowers and the silhouette of its large leaves, 
   both of which resemble tulips. Tulip Poplar is the tallest tree of eastern forests with the 
straightest trunks, achieving  heights of well over 100 feet with 4-foot diameters, when not prematurely 
harvested. It frequents moist woodlands and edges of fields, especially on downslopes where water drains. 
Its lightweight wood, often used as a base for veneer, is straight-grained, relatively soft for a hardwood, and 
has a faded olive-green color. Native throughout most of the Eastern United States, it quickly reaches a 
height of 80 feet and a breadth of 40 feet, but it can grow much taller.

Put it and the Voter Eligibility form together in the addressed return 
envelope provided.  All Voter Eligibility and Election Ballots that are mailed or delivered in 
person must arrive at the Carroll SWCD office by 12:00 pm on September 16, 2021.  After 
that time voting will be held in person at the 2021 Annual Meeting to be held Thursday, 
September 16, 2021 beginning at 4:00 pm until dinner is served at 6:30 pm.

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Carroll SWCD: Equipment Rental  
Great Plains No-Till Seeder 
This machine is great for those looking to plant native 
grasses or ñfluffyò seeds with minimal soil disturbance. 
Utilize full width seeding with no rows for better soil 
coverage resulting in reduced weed pressure. This machine 
also has three boxes with the ability to plant three seed 
types at different rates. 
A 65 min. HP tractor is needed to operate this seeder and 
rental rates start at $15 per acre with discounts available. 

John Deere 1590 No-Till Drill 
This machine is great for drilling soybeans with the least 
amount of soil disturbance. A grass seed box is attached 
and can be used for single species seedings as well.  
An 80 min. HP tractor is needed to operate this drill and 
rental rates start at $15 per acre with discounts available.  

Haybuster 107C No-Till Drill 
This machine is great for all types of forage and grass 
seedings. There are three individual seed boxes with the 
ability to drill three seed types at different rates.  
A 65 min. HP tractor is needed to operate this drill and rental 
rates start at $15 per acre with discounts available.  

Three-Point Cone Spreader 
This machine is great for spinning seed over the top of the 
ground at a quick rate. There is a 25 ft. spread pattern and 
the ability to reach places that drills and seeders are not able 
to reach.  
A 30 min. HP tractor is needed to operate this spreader and 
rental rates start at $25 per day.  

Discounts available for the 2021 season include a $3 per acre discount for a current conservation plan, $2 per 
acre discount for 40% or greater residue, and $1 per acre discount for current soil tests. Implementing these 
conservation practices could save you $6 per acre in addition to the savings that a no-till planting system 
provides. The equipment is rented on a first-come, first-serve basis throughout the season. If you are 
interested in renting equipment or would like more information please contact Joe at 330-627-9852.
